And rained upon with stones of baked clay.

All those who clung to corruption perished,
Save those who believed and placed their trust in Allah’s care.

Allah saved His prophet and those who believed—
Except for a woman who did not reject wrong,
But rather supported her people in their corruption.
She was not among the saved,

But among the destroyed.

Message:

True alienation isn’t being alone;
It’s holding fast to the light of guidance
While others rush toward darkness.

It’s saying “No"
When sin is normalized,
And falsehood parades as freedom.

But Prophet Lut (peace be upon him) taught us:
Standing firm doesn’t mean isolating yourself,
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And salvation is not granted to faith alone,
But to those who stand, speak truth, and guide loved ones
toward the light.

Steadfastness in a time of corruption is a blessing,
And guidance is not given to those swept along,
But to those who dare to resist the current.

Don’t be deceived by the crowd who follow the wrong
path...
A whole city may be doomed,
But salvation is written for a sincere heart—even if it’s
found in one household.

That was the path of Prophet Lut—

A man untouched by his people’s corruption,
Walking in light, enduring to the end,
Saved,

And immortalized in Allah’s Book.

Because truth is not measured by numbers,

But by those who cling to the fitrah,
And walk in the footsteps of the truthful.
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The Scale That Brought Them Down

It is narrated that...
A people once dwelled among mountains,
Their trade flourished, their scales multiplied,
But they forgot...
That blessing doesn’t come from money, but from honesty
and justice.

When they sold, they cheated.
When they bought, they deceived.
And when advised, they grew arrogant.

Then came to them a righteous man,
With a heart full of truth,
And a voice that carried sincerity.

He called them to faith,

Message:

Money is a blessing when paired with justice,
But a curse when led by greed.
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To call for reform in a market full of corruption...
Is not to stand on the margins—
It is to walk in the footsteps of a prophet.

Prophet Shu’ayb (peace be upon him) was a merchant,
But he sold the world...
And bought Allah’s pleasure.

He didn’t condemn trade,
He purified it.
He didn’t destroy the marketplace,
He revived it with truth and conscience.

So if you wish to follow him

Weigh your words and deeds... before you weigh your
goods.

Beautiful patience is not cold silence
It’s a heart full of contentment,
Leaning on certainty in Allah.

It’s keeping your smile, even with sadness inside,
Because you see with the light of Allah
What others cannot.

Not because you don’t feel,
But because you know Allah is nearer,
More knowing,
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And more merciful.
Beautiful patience seeks no sympathy,
Only the quiet mercy of heaven.

So they said to their prophet,
“Pray to your Lord to send down to us a table from
heaven,

It was not merely a request for food,
but a yearning for the serenity
that Allah pours into the hearts of those who believe —
a faith deepened, and a certainty made firm.
Then Jesus, the Prophet of Allah (peace be upon him),
raised his hands toward the heavens and said:
“O Allah, our Lord! Send down to us a table spread from
heaven

You may plead earnestly for sustenance, relief,
or a sign to ease your heart.
But when the blessing descends...
you may forget the reason,

Yet when a blessing arrives, it is not merely an answer —
but a trust placed in one’s hands before Allah...
And every blessing from Allah...
He will ask you about it:
Did you give thanks?
Did you preserve it as it deserved?
So do not let the greatest answer in your life
become the reason you drift away from Him.
The gravest mistake of the heedless
is that they call upon Allah in times of need,
and forget Him in times of abundance.
The table of blessing may descend
as an unexpected provision,
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a long-awaited opportunity,
or a rare gift beyond measure.
But it is never only a blessing —
it is a test of the heart, the intention, and the gratitude.
The servant who sees every gift from Allah as a trust
is one who never denies His grace,
nor spreads corruption after it.
For every bounty that rains down from the sky
is not complete
until its gratitude ascends from the earth.
And whoever gives thanks —
Allah increases and draws him nearer.
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Steadfastness... As Allah Commanded

It is narrated that. ..
A man walked in an age where faces changed and
standards were lost.
He was asked to walk without glancing back,
without compromise,
without swaying to the right or left.

The greatest challenge:
"Can you remain on the path when everything around you
changes?"

Then a call came down upon him, clear as light:

“So remain steadfast as you have been commanded, and
those who have turned in repentance with you, and do not
transgress.

(Hud: 112)

Message:

Steadfastness is not just about starting...
It is about continuing, persisting, and maintaining the
path—no matter how the days turn.

It means walking in truth even when people belittle it.
Refusing to shift colors in a gray world.
Daring to say “No" when everyone else remains silent.
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Steadfastness is a daily test, reflected in:
A word spoken,
An action taken,
A glance given,
A deal made,
Or a silent moment counted.
Indeed, it is being true to Allah... when no one is
watching.

And this was the steadfastness of our Prophet Muhammad
peace be upon him,
Neither his days shifted him, nor did trials unsettle him.
Nothing enticed him—
Praise did not sway him,
Harm did not break him,
And not even the desertion of the closest shook his resolve.

Even when he walked the path alone...
His heart stayed with Allah,
And his mere presence on the straight path...
served as proof that needs no interpreter.
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“Go, for you are free..."

Then, in a twist of fate, that same relative attacked his
honor and slandered the one whom he loved.

He was enraged, wounded, and vowed to stop all support.

But forgiveness when you have every right to punish is not
merely a gift—it is a noble station only reached by hearts
that are purified and souls that ascend.

Then a voice came down from the heavens, stirring the
heart and softening the spirit:

“And let not those of virtue among you and wealth swear
not to give [aid] to their relatives and the needy and those
who have emigrated for the cause of Allah. And let them
pardon and overlook. Do you not love that Allah should
forgive you? And Allah is Forgiving and Merciful."
(An-Nur: 22)

So he responded from the depths of his heart:
“Yes—by Allah, I love that Allah forgives me."
He forgave and resumed his generosity, even more purely
and openly than before.
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Message:

Forgiveness isn’t granted because others deserve it,
But because you seek an unending forgiveness and an
endless mercy from Allah.

Because you understand that pardon doesn’t reward others
but pleases the Lord of all.

And those who forgive when they have the power to
retaliate-
Behold, they are elevated in the sight of Allah,
Even if they appear “weak" in the eyes of people.

Just so was the forgiveness of Abu Bakr, may Allah be
pleased with him:
Despite the hurt, he chose mercy;
Despite betrayal by those closest to him, he chose pardon;
For his heart was connected to Allah,
Whoever truly knows Allah... carries no hatred,
for forgiveness has extinguished it.
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When the Heart and the Body Pray Together

It is narrated that...

A man once entered prayer, not merely to move his body,
but to let his heart and body bow together before Allah.
He did not bring his form alone,
but his heart trembled, and his soul longed ...
with fear of Allah, and hope in Him,
and a secret that only prostration could carry.

He did not hear the voice of the imam alone,
but an inner call that whispered:

“O servant... you have come to Me.”

And what is the secret of this humility?

It lies in the words of Allah Almighty:

“Those who are certain that they will meet their Lord,
and that to Him they will return.”
(Al-Baqarah: 46)

For humility (khushii®) is not found in movement alone,
nor in words repeated by the tongue,
It is, in truth, a training of the soul
to turn to Allah in every matter of life.
When Allah says:

“Seek help through patience and prayer.
Indeed, it is difficult, except for the humble.”
(Al-Bagarah :45)

He makes clear that the path to true strength
lies not in shouting, nor in numbers,
but in the patience that steadies the heart,
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and in the prayer that reminds you of the One who grants
all aid.

Indeed, it feels burdensome to those who pray out of habit,
but it is gentle upon those who pray out of longing for
Allah,
for those who find rest in prostration,
nearness in their tears,
and joy in the daily meeting upon the prayer mat...
Appointments not to be missed.

They are the appointments of the heart with the Creator of
the heart...
those who hasten to them and find peace in them
are the ones who are certain that they will meet their Lord
and that to Him they will return.

Message:

True humility in prayer
is not born from many movements or recitations,
but from the sincerity of the heart and the awareness of the
Divine Presence.

Whoever realizes that he stands before the One who holds
all things in His hand—
his soul falls silent, his being trembles, and his heart bows
in awe.

Prayer is not the repetition of words,
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but an intimate conversation between you and your Lord,
a moment of spiritual ascent and a ladder of elevation.
When you say Allahu Akbar — God is Greater —
you forget all else,
seeking not the stillness of limbs, but the stillness of the
heart.

You prostrate
not because you are commanded,
but because you are drawn by longing.
And when you rise from prayer,
you are nearer to Allah than to anything else in this world
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When You Entrust Your Affairs...
to the One Who Holds All Affairs

It is narrated that...
A heart was wounded by the world-
betrayed by relatives, let down by friends,
left with no one to vindicate him or heal his pain.

Yet he did not seek revenge, nor drown in sorrow.
Instead, he looked up to the heavens and spoke with the
calm certainty of one rooted in faith:

“You will remember what I [now] say to you. And I
entrust my affair to Allah. Indeed, Allah is Seeing of [His]
servants."

(Ghafir: 44)

This was not weakness. ..
But the pinnacle of strength-
to surrender to Allah what you cannot change,
and to trust that He does not forsake those who rely on
Him.

Message:

Entrustment (tawakkul) to Allah is not resignation to fate...
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It is faith in Allah’s higher wisdom, merciful decree, and a
more beautiful outcome.

It means whispering in your heart:
“O Lord, I may not understand what’s happening...
but I know You see, You know, and You are Merciful—so
I place myself in Your hands."

Whoever entrusts their affair to Allah
needs no schemes, no defenses, no justifications.
It suffices that Allah will protect them.

If your heart grows heavy from the dealings of people,
don’t seek relief through human complaints—
But by lifting your heart to the One who controls
everything.

Hearts that entrust their affairs to Allah
will witness His wonders, and all their worries will fade.

Because Allah never abandons those who say sincerely:
“I entrust my affair to Allah."
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When You Do Not Know...
and It’s Enough That Allah Knows

It is narrated that...

A heart stood at a crossroads,
Each path glimmering with hope,
Yet littered with deep uncertainty.

Confusion filled his mind:

Which way is best for me?
Where will I find peace?

He did not dwell in indecision long,
For he whispered with calm assurance:

And the provision of your Lord is better and more lasting."
(Taha: 131)
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Message:

Envy is injustice to the soul,
For it dims your own light while chasing a glow not meant
for you.

One who trusts that their provision, talent, and rank all
come from God,
Will not compare themselves to others,
But will remain busy in gratitude—not in measuring what
they lack.

Do not fixate on what’s in someone else’s hand,
For God did not create you as a copy,

But as a divine, unmatched masterpiece.

Comparison steals joy,
But contentment illuminates and frees the heart.
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When Hardship Becomes
the Path to Greater Horizons

It is narrated that...
a person believed what they were going through was the
end...
All doors were closed, and every means of escape felt
blocked.
But when they quietly whispered, “O Allah..."
Relief didn’t come instantly,
Instead, something more profound happened:

Doors opened to them—doors they never even knew
existed.

(Al-Hijr :97-99)

Message:

Solitude with Allah is not an escape from people—it is a
return to inner peace.
When you fill your solitude with remembrance,
and shed tears in a sincere prostration...
you are not distancing yourself—you are drawing nearer.

Solitude with Allah is not emptiness—it is fulfillment.
It is a peaceful appointment with your soul,
a sanctuary like no other...
for you are in the presence of One
whose door never closes,
and who is never absent.
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The Shortest Path to Paradise...
Begins with Your Parents’ Hearts

It is narrated that...
A heart loved Allah with sincere devotion,
and longed to draw near to Him with every deed, every
effort, every breath.

“If you seek to be close to Allah... begin with those who
gave you life."

For Allah said:

“And your Lord has decreed that you worship none but
Him, and that you show kindness to parents.

(Lugman: 16)

He raised him on the pillars of strength and moral stature:

“O my son, establish prayer, enjoin what is right, forbid
what is wrong, and be patient over what befalls you.
Indeed, that is of the matters [requiring] determination."
(Lugman: 17)
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And he taught him that true dignity lies in humility and
balance:

“And do not turn your cheek [in pride] toward people or
walk through the earth exultantly. Indeed, Allah does not
like the arrogant and boastful. And be moderate in your
pace and lower your voice; indeed, the most disagreeable
of sounds is the voice of donkeys."

(Lugman: 18-19)

These were not mere words, but golden counsel from
a wise father to a son he hoped would walk the path of
righteousness—guiding his soul and lighting his journey.

Message:

Wisdom is not just the accumulation of knowledge, but the
fruit of balanced living:

Let monotheism be the anchor of your heart, never
allowing God’s light to be dimmed by the darkness of
association.
